Complete the online application as early as possible, and prowvide the required documents listed below
directly to the schoaol in by email or in person by Friday, March 13, 2026.

AFTER Thursday, September 3, 2026

MNew in-catchment area enrollments: Parents will be notified by a confirmation email when the school has
accepted the student’s application for enrollment. Board Policy 405R = Student Placement (Regulations),
will be used to determine student placement and priority.

New out-of-catchment area enrollments: Parents will not be notified until after the summer enrollment
period is over and all in-catchment area students have been placed.

Qualifying age: The School Act requires that a child must be five years of age by December 31, 2026, to
qualify for school enrollment in September 2026. No exceptions.
